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	ART & DESIGN:
In our art and design lessons the children will exploring how the work of illustrators Cressida Cowell and Quentin Blake in order to research mark making. They will then illustrative parts of Lewis Carroll’s famous poem ‘Jabberwocky’ using their imaginations to work with charcoal and other media. 
	ENGLISH:
