e Noun phrases expanded by the addition of
modifying adjectives, nouns and preposition
phrases (e.g. the teacher expanded to: the strict
maths teacher with curly hair).

e  Magic and wonder - Persuasive poster, setting
description, thought bubbles / diary entry,
dialogue, being able to write own fantasy
narrative. Write in paragraphs, using a comma
after a fronted adverbial.
