13* April 1570 March 1605

Guy Fawkes is born.

The plotters rent a cellar under the
Houses of Parliament.

26™ October 1605

Lord Monteagle, who is a Catholic, receives an unsigned letter that warns
him not to go to the opening of Parliament on the 5* November.

5* November 1605

Guy Fawtkes is found in the cellar
with 36 barrels of gunpowder by
the king's guards.

31 January 1606
Guy Fawekes is executed.

Did you know that the failure of
the Gunpowder Plot is remembered
every year on 5" November?
People light bonfires and set off
fireworks.
