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Our theme for this half-term is Dragons and Birds in Eggs. This programme of study shares a simple but engaging exercise which combines drawing, printmaking and collage.
	ENGLISH:
Our focus book for writing tasks this half-term is ‘Varmints’ by Helen Ward and Mark Craste. This is a wonderful illustrated book that explores the themes of environment, sounds, imagination, freedom and solitude. It was certainly get the Otters thinking.
Our reading book is ‘Zombierella’, written by Joseph Coelho – a modern and slightly spooky take on the traditional tale ‘Cinderella’. It is freaky, fun and full of poetic phrasing and character.
